Spam versus Phishing

Spam emails are usually defined as unsolicited 
emails from someone trying to sell you 
something. These emails are not trying to 
get sensitive information from you. They are 
mostly annoying and can be vulgar. 

Phishing emails typically ask you to verify 
personal information such as passwords, 
credit cards, or bank account numbers. There 
is usually a link embedded in the email or 
an attachment which can install malware or 
ransomware on your computer.
 
The Phish Alert button in your Outlook 
email should be used for phishing emails and 
not spam emails. Spam emails may simply 
be deleted. Thank you for your continued 
vigilance with email security!
