Beware of QR Code Scams

Just when you thought that QR codes 
(those funny-looking images that store a lot 
of information on items) were safe…. 

Well, now the bad guys have figured out a 
way to steal your identity. QR codes were 
intended to be the safe alternative for “no 
contact” ordering, payment, and delivery, 
but some are just a scam. You may have 
noticed restaurants using them for their 
menus, and these uses are more than likely 
safe.

In Texas, however, there have been 
fraudulent QR codes placed on parking 
meters used as pay stations. These QR 
codes send the user of the device to 
a website that asks for their personal 

information like their bank account and then uses this information for the gain of cyber criminals. 

The FBI has issued a PSA on malicious QR codes. It suggests several tips on protecting yourself from 
these cyber crimes, including avoiding payment on any site linked to a QR code: https://www.ic3.gov/
